Customer Advisory

In an effort to provide more efficient customer support, NAVICP-M has created a website for requesting APLs/AELs.  The user can submit a request with results returned the following workday via EMAIL as a Portable Document Format (PDF) attachment.   When using this method for retrieving APLs/AELs, the user receives real-time information.  In addition, the website retrieves Readiness Based Sparing (RBS) information…simply include the UIC with the APL when completing the request form.  This is an added benefit of using the website vice GDAPL.

The website is:  www.navicp.navy.mil/aplael/index.htm.  The requestor must complete the following fields:

Email Address

Phone Number

Activity

Outlined below is a brief description of the remaining fields included on the request form: 

1.  APL/AEL # - Enter the APL or AEL; AELs must be in numeric dash (0-) format.

2.  Computation Method - The primary computation method used is 1 (FLSIP .5); other models can be viewed and/or selected using the drop down menu.

 3.  MCC (MOD-FLSIP) or FBM MEC (Trident .27B) - Only complete this field when selecting computation method 2 or 9, respectively; otherwise, leave blank. 

4.  Maintenance Level - Select “show definitions” for detailed information regarding this field.  General rule:  if requesting an APL/AEL for a specific ship type, use the applicable maintenance capability; otherwise, use the highest (ship = 6, shore sites = D).

5.  Electronic Table # - Only complete this field when selecting computation method 3 (Conventional Electronics); otherwise, leave blank.

6.  NSAF UIC - This field is reserved for entering a UIC for Readiness Based Spared (RBS) APL requests.   The UIC must be 6 characters and begin with an R for ships or an N for shore activities.  If the equipment is not using the RBS philosophy and a UIC is entered, the requestor will not receive the APL.  Therefore, only enter a UIC if the equipment is spared using RBS.
