



GDAPL INTRODUCTION

 GDAPL VERSION 5.5 is windows based application; it contains a current drawdown of the Weapon Systems File for APLs, ACLs and AELs as of the date of extraction.   The current version has the new Windows based application along with the DOS Version for the product.  However, a separate program, which contains Batch Retrieval Capabilities, is resident in this release under GDUTIL.EXE that can be found on Disk 1.  Refer to Release Notes in GDAPL or GDUTIL.HLP for further information.  

Each publication of the General Distribution APL/AEL (GDAPL) CD-ROM includes APLs/AELs from the following disciplines:  Hull, Mechanical & Electrical (HM&E), Electronics, Ordnance, Mobile, and Trident equipments.  In addition, the CD-ROM includes APL support for Aircraft Launch and Recovery Equipment (ALRE) produced by the Naval Inventory Control Point - Philadelphia (NAVICP-P).

The GDAPL CD-ROM offers a variety of access and retrieval capabilities, which will provide a convenient and efficient means for obtaining data previously available on, or through, other microfiche products.   For example, the information found on the NSN/NICN to RIC, Master Index of APLs/AELs and Cancellation/Supersession microfiche are now included in this CD-ROM product.  As a result, there is no longer a need to produce these products separately.

This CD-ROM does offer two print options.  Each screen you view can be printed using the “Print Screen” function.  You can also print the “Entire” APL using the print option at the bottom of each screen (Ctrl P).   **Warning:   Printing of large APLs/AELs may require a considerable amount of time to complete.   The printed APL/AEL will be in the overlay format you are accustomed to seeing in your COSAL or microfiche products when using a “Laser printer”.  They will not be in the overlay format when using a “Dot Matrix” printer.

For information about any of the codes or data contained on the APL/AEL refer to the “HELP” screens or NAVICP Instruction 4441.170A CH-1 - COSAL Use and Maintenance Manual.

ORDERING INFORMATION FOLLOWS:

The GDAPL subscription item is available for purchase through the Navy Forms Online web site: http://forms.daps.mil/subscribe. If you are not already a registered customer at the Navy Forms site, choose the "Apply for Government Account Here" link. Fill in all the registration fields, including the ones for your Government Credit Card. Your only other option to pay for the GDAPL is using MILSTRIP Fund Code. After you submit your registration information, you will receive an email, usually within 24 hours, assigning your User ID and your Password. Return to the Subscription Services page on the Navy Forms site, enter your User ID and your Password, then proceed to place your online order, following the on-screen instructions. When you reach the screen that requires a Serial Number and Signal Code, you create your own serial number with 4-characters (most people choose their initials and 01) and, if you want your order to be sent to your TAC-1 mailing address, your signal code should be "A". The last screen will display the Subscription Order Number and the Requisition Number of your order. Print this screen, because it is also your receipt. If you wish to modify your mailing address, contact the DAPS-P POC listed below with the address change AND the Subscription Order Number and Requisition Number. Subscription orders take up to 30 days to process, depending on when in a given month you place your order. The GDAPL is a quarterly issued item, and is distributed in October, January, April, and July. The cost is $200.
