1.)  This solicitation will result in award of a firm fixed priced Requirements Contract which will consist of a four year base period and one four-year option period. 

2.)  This solicitation provides for all provisions for the establishment and operation of a Performance Based Logistics (PBL) program applicable to, and in support of, the Navy F-14/EA-6B Hydraulics Systems. The PBL program is performance (supply availability) based.  The contractor will have program management responsibility and authority to meet program performance/supply availability requirements, which are specifically defined in Section C – Statement of Work (SOW). All performance requirements, descriptions, specifications and covered items are defined and stated in the SOW and related attachments.

(a) This is a Requirements contract for the supplies and services specified, and effective for the period  stated in the schedule.  The quantities of supplies or services specified in the schedule are estimates only  and are not purchased by this contract.  Except as this contract may otherwise provide, if the Government's requirements do not result in orders in 
the quantities cited in the schedule, that fact shall not constitute the basis for an equitable price adjustment.

(b)  Delivery or performance shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in accordance with the Ordering Clause.  Subject to any limitations in the Delivery Order Limitations Clause or elsewhere in this contract, the Contractor shall 
furnish to the Government all supplies or services specified in the schedule and called for by the Ordering Clause.  The 
Government may issue orders requiring delivery to multiple destinations or performance at multiple locations.

(c)  Except as this contract otherwise provides, the Government shall order from the Contractor all the supplies or services specified in the schedule that are required to be purchased by the Government activity or activities as specified 
in the schedule.

(a)  Any supplies and services to be furnished under this contract shall be ordered by issuance of  delivery orders or task orders  by the individuals or activities designated in the schedule. Such orders may be issued  over a period of four years during the base period and during the four years of the option period.                                                   

(b)  All delivery orders or task orders are subject to the terms and conditions of this contract.  In  the event of conflict 

between a delivery order or task order and this contract, the contract shall control.

(c) If mailed, a delivery order or task order is considered "issued" when the Government deposits the order in the mail. Orders may be issued orally, by facsimile, or by electronic commerce methods only if authorized in the schedule.

SECTION B – PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS AND ORDER PROCESSING
B01 – PERFORMANCE SERVICES TO BE FURNISHED

(a) The Contractor shall furnish to the Government the Performance Based Logistics (PBL) support as required in the contract for the F-14/EA-6B hydraulics systems.  The hydraulics items to be supported are as listed in Attachment “A”.

The required performance covers three (3) phases; a “Start-Up” phase, a”Full Performance” phase and an “Exit” phase.
      xxx The PBL Support Phase includes a twelve (12) month Start Up period.  The availability metric is in effect for all but the final six month performance period for each aircraft program.  The Exit Phase of the  Contract shall occur during the last twelve (12) months of the PBL Support Phase, or in the event the contract is terminated for default or convenience prior to completion of the PBL Support Phase, in the last  180 days of any performance period. This will be accomplished in accordance with the Performance Work Statement (PWS),  (Refer to C01).  

B02 - PLACING AND PROCESSING ORDERS

(a)  Ordering Period:  The Government may during the period commencing on the date of execution of this contract and ending four (4) years from the date thereof, place orders for performance hereunder. Four (4) years after the date of contract, the PCO shall determine whether or not the contract is to be extended for an additional four year option period; execution of the option shall be accomplished via SF-30 Contract Modification (and shall only be granted unilaterally by the PCO). Any order placed shall be issued and processed in the manner hereafter provided.

(b)  Authorized Ordering Activity:  The authorized ordering activity under the contract is to be the Naval Inventory Control Point. The Procuring Contracting Officer (PCO)  shall place orders under this agreement in the manner provided elsewhere herein;

.(c)  Form and Content of Orders:  Orders issued under this Contract shall be prepared on DD Form 1155; however, if exigency so demands, order may be issued via electronic transmission (e.g. FAX) and will be confirmed by DD Form 1155 as soon as practicable thereafter, and will bear the notation "CONFIRMING ORDER".  In addition, each DD Form 1155 order shall include the following:

   1)  Contract and order number, date, and appropriate reference to this contract.

   2)  Applicable appropriation and accounting data. 

   3)  Description , performance period.

   4)  Any other pertinent data  

(d) Issuance of Orders:  Orders will be issued in accordance with the CLINs Annual PBL support and an Exit Phase.  Modifications to PBL support orders will be made if necessary for end of  year adjustments for reconciliation of flying hours and possible adjustments to base price. Pricing and payment in accordance with PWS paragraph 12.0 and Schedule Sheet prices.
(e)  Pricing/Billing:  Contractors will price the PBL Support Phase under this contract based upon projected annual flight hours shown in Attachment B. For each performance period, NAVICP will place an individual order covering 12 months of PBL Support. The contractor will bill monthly based upon 1/12th of the ordered flying hours except that in the last month of each 12-month period covered by an order the contractor and Government will reconcile the billing by comparing ordered flying hours to actual flying hours and reduce or increase the order accordingly.  The forecasted flight hours are set forth on Attachment “B” -- PROJECTED  FLT HR & ACFT POPULATION. When the actual total flight hours for any annual period, based on the Chief of Naval Operations Budget Analysis Report (CNO BAR), are greater or less than 20% of the projected total flight hours, an equitable adjustment may be requested by either party. Such equitable adjustment will be limited to the impact on price or contract performance due to the increased or decreased flight hours over and above the 20% increase or decrease. Payment for PBL support will be made based on actual flight hours incurred.
From time to time it may be necessary, e.g., due to funds limitations, to issue delivery orders on a basis different than the planned unit of issue, i.e., different than on a 12-month basis.  In such event the parties shall negotiate any necessary changes to the terms and conditions applicable to that order.

SPECIFICATION

This specification is for a Performance Based Logistics (PBL) Program between Naval Inventory Control Point-Philadelphia (NAVICP) and the Contractor in support of the Hydraulics Systems used on the F-14 and EA-6B aircraft.

INTRODUCTION

This Statement of Work (SOW) sets forth the requirements for a total Performance Based  Logistics (PBL) Program to support the F-14/EA-6B Hydraulics Systems (hereafter referred to as Items). This PBL Program will be based on a Performance Contract that gives the Contractor program management authority to meet the logistic support requirements, improving supply availability for all hydraulic items listed in Attachment  “A”. The primary requirement of the program is to meet daily fleet demands, including delivery to destination, within a prescribed time period. This program assigns the Contractor comprehensive responsibilities to independently meet system demands (availability) through repair or replacement, manage inventory, manage technical and configuration changes, provide premium transportation and eliminate obsolescence. The PBL Program will provide the Contractor financial incentives to be innovative and efficient in improving logistics processes and performance to meet availability requirements and maintain product reliability at a reduced cost. This SOW describes the PBL effort that will be awarded as a Firm Fixed Priced Requirements Contract with a potential period of performance for 8 years consisting of a four-year base period and one four-year option. The Item List is contained in Attachment “A”. 

The PBL Program shall be performed in three distinct phases:  

Phase I         Start-Up

Phase II        Full PBL Performance 

Phase III       Contract Exit.

C3 – STATEMENT OF WORK FOR PHASE III, CONTRACT EXIT

SCOPE

The Contractor is responsible for meeting fleet requisitioned items within the specified time frames identified in the performance requirements section of this document. Effective performance is accomplished by managing and maintaining a sufficient amount of ready for issue (RFI) hydraulic items in order to meet customer demands. The decision whether to repair, overhaul, modify or replace any item shall be the Contractor’s. All covered items that are repaired, overhauled, modified or replaced are subject to the provisions of the contract.  The terms “replace” and “replacement” relate to the Contractor’s option to elect not to repair an item but to provide instead a new production unit or equivalent RFI item. A new production unit must come from the OEM or a Navy-approved manufacturer. 

The Contractor’s support will involve managing an approved repair program utilizing a Government/Navy-approved hydraulics repair facility through a public/private partnership. This repair program includes maintaining Government “CORE” capability in accordance with Title 10 of the U.S. Code and DOD/Navy regulations. Additionally, the Contractor will manage inventory, including requisition processing, storage, packaging, transportation and WebCAV reporting. Also, the Contractor will be responsible for Configuration Management and related management/updates of Technical Data via Navy-approved procedures. Any future configurations of these hydraulic items will also be supported by this PBL effort.

Additionally, notwithstanding any previous inspection and/or acceptance by the Government, the Contractor warrants all items covered by the contract shall, for the duration of the contract, meet all applicable government technical specifications, drawings, test procedures and be maintained by the Contractor so as to be free from defects in accordance with their operational application. Any  costs for items returned to the contractor under this contract for which inspection and test by the contractor reveal no evidence of failure (A799’s) shall be considered as covered by this contract.

Applicable items covered by this agreement are listed as Attachment “A” of this SOW. This contract shall not result in the transfer of title of any item or future item covered by this contract to the Contractor. Disposal of any item under this contract by the Contractor shall be in accordance with standard demilitarization requirements and standard Government disposal procedures.

INITIAL  DATA

To assist the Contractor in developing a PBL support plan, the Government is providing the following initial data:

1.) Current and projected population of aircraft and current and projected aircraft flying hours (Attachment “B“).

2.) Five year demand history (Attachment “C“). 

3.) Current wholesale inventory levels and retail allowance levels (Attachment “D”). 
4.) 
(This data is historical and the best available estimates and is for planning purposes only. It is the basic data available to and used by the Government. The Government does not warrant the accuracy or completeness of the data. The Contractor agrees that it will hold the Government harmless from use of this data.)    

C1 – STATEMENT OF WORK FOR PHASE  I -  “START-UP”

C1-1.0     SCOPE 

The initial phase of the contract will be a “Start-Up” period that allows the Contractor to put the PBL process in place. During this period, the Contractor shall put in place the infrastructure, systems, procedures, and materials necessary to meet the performance requirements for Phase II, “Full Performance”, while also building-up the inventory levels that will be necessary to begin gradually phased-in performance availability requirements. During this “Start-Up” period, the Contractor will sustain the availability currently provided by the Navy support infrastructure (as outlined in paragraphs 4.1.1 and 4.1.2).  The total length of Phase I shall be from date of contract award to twelve (12) months after date of contract award. By the conclusion of this period, the Contractor will have all the necessary processes in place to run a full PBL program. 

C1- 2.0     PHASE  I  ACTIVITIES

No later than 15 days after contract award, the Contractor and the Government shall meet to finalize and implement the Start-Up Requirements. The Contractor and the Government shall make an effort to minimize the Start-Up timeframe where possible. Just prior to the end of this phase, the initial Performance Review Board (PRB) shall convene to ensure compliance of Phase I  requirements and to initiate the “Full Performance” phase. (PRB is addressed later in this SOW)   
           By the end of the 12 month “Start-Up” period, the Contractor shall have completed the following:

2.1    Establish a warehouse for processing of inventory storage, receipt, handling and shipping. 

2.2    Establish repair capability with processes in place for full performance. 

2.3 Establish all electronic capabilies that will be necessary for meeting contract performance. 

· For requisition processsing, either Electronic Data Interface (EDI), WebCAV or Military Standard Requisition and Issue Procedures (MILSTRIP) may be used. 

· Inventory tracking and reporting will be via WebCAV. 

· Establishment of  an internet web site for data collection and reporting of the Contractor Response Time (CRT) availability metric shall contain, at a minimum, the following data elements:

· Stock Number

· Part Number

· Item Serial Number

· Requisition Document Number

· Requisition Priority Designator

· Requisition Receipt Date

· Requisition Status

· Ship Date

· Receipt Date at Destination

· Ship to Point

· Proof of Delivery

· Carcass Receipt Date

· Scrapped Carcasses

            The Government and Contractor shall mutually agree to the level of security required for access to the internet site. The Contractor’s database must be verifiable and may be subject to Government audit.  

2.4    Receive in phased transfer of Government wholesale inventory (RFI and not ready for      issue (NON-RFI)).  See clause C-3.0 “Wholesale Inventory Transfer” below.

2.5    Set up and begin process for receipt of retrograde assets from fleet users. Government  

            will make necessary change to Master Item Repairable List (MRIL).  

2.6    Repair, overhaul/modify or replace any NON-RFI wholesale inventory assets to RFI       condition and store them in the Contractor’s warehouse. 

2.7    Fill requisitions received by supplying an RFI asset already in the inventory, or repairing        

            a NON-RFI asset to RFI condition.

2.8   Present a plan to zero-out all “legacy” backorders existing at the time of contract award  
           within the first 12 months of the contract.     
C1 - 3.0     WHOLESALE  INVENTORY  TRANSFER

3.1     RFI  INVENTORY   During the Start-Up Phase, in order to draw down existing            Government RFI inventory until it can be tranferred to the Contractor, demand requisitions for attachment “A’ items shall first be filled with on-hand RFI inventory (i.e. inventory still in Government custody); then, if no asset is available, requisitions shall be filled by the Contractor with RFI assets repaired under the Start-Up Phase of this contract. Within thirty (30) days after contract award, the Government will begin to transfer custody to the Contractor of any remaining wholesale RFI assets for items listed on Attachment “A” Item List to the Contractor, and marked for “XXX Company Hydraulics PBL Program”, CAGE XXXXX.  The Government will retain ownership of this inventory. The Contractor will confirm receipt of each asset of the transferred wholesale inventory in accordance with procedures established in Attachment “E“ – WebCAV.  

3.2     NON-RFI  INVENTORY   During the Start-Up Phase the Government will begin to transfer custody of any NON-RFI wholesale assets for items listed on Attachment “A” Item List to the Contractor within thirty (30) days after contract award and marked for “XXX Company Hydraulics PBL Program”, CAGE XXXXX.  The Government will retain ownership of this inventory.  The Contractor will confirm receipt of each asset of the transferred wholesale inventory in accordance with procedures established in Attachment “E” – WebCAV.

        C2 -  STATEMENT OF WORK FOR PHASE II, “FULL PBL PERFORMANCE”
C2 – 1.0     SCOPE  
The Contractor is responsible for Full PBL Performance. With completion of the “Start-Up”, Phase II, “Full Performance” begins with the Contractor being responsible for a level of performance support that is measurable in accordance with the CRT Availability Metrics. The Contractor is now fully responsible and required to meet fleet requisitioned demands, including delivery to Continental United States (CONUS) destinations, within a specified time frame at a rate as identified in the availability requirements section of this SOW. Additionally, the Contractor is responsible for all PBL tasks and requirements as indicated herein this “Full Performance” phase. 

C2  –  2.0     PROGRAM MANAGEMENT

2.1    GOVERNMENT REPRESENTATIVES

The Government shall assign a Procuring Contracting Officer (PCO) and Integrated Weapon Support Team (IWST) Managers to be the primary points of contact to the Contractor’s Program Manager

2.2    CONTRACTOR REPRESENTATIVE :  PROGRAM MANAGER

The Contractor shall provide a dedicated Program Manager who has the authority and the necessary staff to accomplish the EA-6B/F-14 Hydraulics PBL Program Performance Requirements. The Program Manager shall be the Contractor’s single point of contact to the Government. The Program Manager has total responsibility for the PBL program with duties that include but shall not be limited to:

· Schedule and support, at a minimum, semi-annual program review meetings with the PCO/IWSTs.

· Coordinate program requirements and information with the PCO and IWST.

· The Program Manager or Program Manager’s representative shall be available to the Government on a consistant basis by telephone or pager.

· Ensure timely resolution of business and technical problems.

· Implement corrective action in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

2.3     PERFORMANCE REVIEW BOARDS

Performance Review Boards (PRB) will be held periodically to review the program, monitor performance and reconcile deliveries in regard to achieving the required CRT availability metric. Also, actual flight hours for the performance period will be reconciled with the estimated flight hours. The PRB provides a forum to review Contractor performance and to address program issues that arise. The Contractor and Government representatives shall address program issues and formulate action plans to resolve significant issues in a timely manner. The PRB shall be co-chaired by NAVICP IWST Managers and the Contractor (Program Manager). A PRB will be held every six months and within 30 days from the end of a “six-month performance period” which should allow the Contractor sufficient time to accumulate actual performance data for that period. The location of the PRB will alternate between the Contractor’s facility and NAVICP. PBL minutes will be prepared by the Contractor and released within seven days of the PRB meeting.  

At the PRB, NAVICP IWSTs Managers will provide actual flight hours for the measured performance period. 

At a minimum, the Contractor shall provide the following data for the PRB:

· Documentation of requisitions received, filled and date-stamped shipping and receiving data to reconcile CRT. 

· Documentation of date-stamped shipment and receiving of carcass returns.

· Report on RFI and NON-RFI inventory levels. 

· Demand trends 

· Data on pending technical issues. 

· Pertinent data on current issues. 

C2 – 3.0     REQUISITION PROCESSING  (FLEET DEMANDS)     

The Contractor will have a system in place to receive electronically-sent fleet demand requisitions  The Contractor will fill each demand with an RFI asset and transport it to the required CONUS destination within the required   time (see next clause 4.0) based on requisition priority. Contractor shall date-stamp receipt of demand requisitions and have confirmed date-stamped receipt of asset being received at destination. Contractor’s processing of requisitions may be simultaneously tracked by NAVICP IWST management. The Contractor shall conduct Requisition Processing utilizing either of the following three systems which the contractor has in-place or will set-up with NAVICP: The standard MILSTRIP System, WebCAV in accordance with Attachment “E” or EDI. 


For initial requisition issue and processing through EDI, the process will work as follows:

The Government Fleet customer will submit requisitions, requisition follow-ups and requisition cancellations to the NAVICP. Customer requirements will then be forwarded to the PBL Contractor via the Defense Automated Addressing Command who will also be formatting (translating) the Government requisitions into the EDI 940 transaction set.   

The PBL contractor will provide real-time shipping status corresponding to the customer’s requisition using the EDI 945 transaction. The PBL vendor will provide timely material receipt notification to the NAVICP for both the receipt of RFI and NRFI items using the EDI 527 transaction. The PBL contractor will report the inventory balances of hydraulic items to the Government using the EDI 846 transaction.      

All EDI transactions will be compliant with the American National Standards Institute (ANSI) Accredited Standards Committee (ASC) X12 Versions 4010/4020 and formatted using the most recently approved DOD/Federally approved Implementation Conventions.  The specific EDI transactions that will be exchanged between the Contractor and the NAVICP for this PBL effort are: (To The Vendor) EDI 940 Warehouse Referral 940, (From the Vendor) EDI 945 Warehouse Referral Response, (From the Vendor) EDI 527 Material Receipt, and (From the Vendor) EDI 846 Material Inventory Adjustment.

The corresponding EDI implementation conventions and user guides for these transactions can be located at http://www.navicp.navy.mil/edi/edihome.htm. Both the Contractor and the NAVICP will use the functional acknowledgement transactions sets as outlined in Attachment B on the PBL EDI Web site. The Contractor will be responsible for exception processing and error correction as described in the EDI operations guidelines (Attachment “F”).  

The PBL contractor must migrate with the NAVICP to new technologies and e-business solutions including the use of the INTERNET, XML standards, and conducting business transactions through a NAVICP/Government portal.  The cost of such migration may be subject to resolution by an equitable adjustment.   
C2 - 4.0     AVAILABILITY 
Availability is defined as having a requisitioned asset delivered to destination within the required number of days and accomplishing this at a specific percentage of requisitions received. Timely delivery to destination occurring 100% of the time is the ultimate goal of this “Full Performance” PBL effort.  A build-up to 100% will be reached by achieving gradually increasing percentages during the first two performance periods. For each six-month performance period, the Contractor will be responsible for filling incoming demand requisitions and having the assets delivered to the CONUS destination within the time frames stated in metric clause 4.1 below. The Contractor is required to accomplish this at a defined percentage per attempts as also stated in metric clause 4.1 below. The metric that will be used to measure availability is “Contractor Response Time” (CRT). 

4.1     AVAILABILITY METRIC – “CONTRACTOR RESPONSE TIME” (CRT)

Contractor Response Time (CRT) is the length of time in days from Contractor receipt of requisition to customer receipt of delivered requisitioned material. All requisitions received by the Contractor are dated and tracked through to dated receipt of material at the customer destination. 

For CONUS requisitions, this metric shall be described as the length of time in days, from receipt of requisition by the Contractor to customer receipt of material. 

For Outside CONUS (OCONUS) requisitions, this metric shall be described as the length of time in days, from receipt of requisition by the Contractor to receipt of material at the CONUS Military Aerial Port (MAP). 

The Contractor shall be responsible for tracking and maintaining accurate CRT data in the Contractor Database, which is subject to Government review, and required to be presented at PRBs. 

The required CRT on-time delivery must be accomplished at a specific availability percentage, which is defined as the Availability Metric. For each six-month performance period the Availability Metric is calculated as follows:

C2 – 5.0     PRICING AND PAYMENT 

The contract is priced at FFP based on measured performance in meeting the required CRT Availability Metric(s) for each six-month performance period through the Exit Phase and the estimated flying hours (Attachment B). Actual flying hours will be reconciled with the estimated flying hours on an annual basis and will be a formal agenda topic at the next PRB.  If actual flying hours are less than 80% or more than 120% of the estimated flying hours, the Contractor or NAVICP may request an equitable adjustment. Any adjustment will be limited to factors affected by the reduction or increase in flying hours.

Therefore, Firm Fixed Prices over eight years will be in place (as provided in Section “B” of the contract) and each year will be broken down into 12 monthly units. An annual FFP order will be issued that will show the annual and monthly FFP for the base performance amount less any adjustment resulting from failure to perform in accordance with the metrics the contractor was required to achieve during the previous six month period of performance.  The Contractor will invoice and be paid monthly for the base performance amount or adjusted base performance as appropriate. 

For each aircraft program, if the Contractor fails to meet any of the required Availability Metrics for a six-month performance period, as determined by the PRB, the base price of the next six-month performance period will be adjusted downward by 1% for every 3% increment that the Contractor failed to meet the required availability metrics. This adjustment will be implemented by a modification to the contract. Additionally, if the Contractor ever falls 15% or more below any of the required Availability Metrics for two consecutive six-month performance periods, it may be grounds for contract Termination for Default.  


C2 - 6.0      INVENTORY MANAGEMENT

The Contractor shall receive, stock, warehouse, manage, and deliver inventory to support fleet requirements. The Contractor will provide a secure location to store and manage RFI assets, NON-RFI  assets and piece parts for both distribution and repair inductions. The level of inventory is at the Contractor’s discretion in order to meet required fleet demands at the Avilability Metric level. The inventory remains under the ownership of the Government. Any items procured by the Government under this contract shall remain Government property. Any new items produced by the Contractor shall become Government property (i.e. title shall pass to the Government) via DD250 in the event Contractor ships such unit hereunder to fill a requisition.  

6.1     WAREHOUSE AND STORAGE

All assets (items) shall be maintained in Government-approved, customer-owned property storage. The Contractor shall retain ownership at the end of the contract of all Contractor-furnished piece parts in excess of the quantities of piece parts to be turned over to the Government as determined by the Exit Phase IPT (C3-2.0). Warehousing and proper storage of the inventory will be the responsibility of the Contractor. Inventory will be stored in a Government-approved, contractor-maintained facility. The contractor shall ensure the inventory is adequately protected from potential damage or deterioration. 

6.2      PACKAGING AND HANDLING FOR NAVY REQUIREMENTS
6.2.1   Packaging 

6.2.1.1 Reusable Containers 

If available, items assigned to reusable shipping and storage containers shall be shipped in containers provided by the Navy.  The contractor shall request containers to meet quarterly requirements thirty days prior to the start of the quarter.  The contractor may request containers online via the Container Request Form (CRF) NAVICP 4030/2, available under website: http://www.icptarp.net (or a successor website).  Alternatively, the contractor may request containers in writing from the NAVICP Container Manager, Code 03333.80, via the contracting officer.  In the event reusable containers are unavailable, the contractor shall package the items in accordance with standard commercial practice, as defined in ASTM D 3951.  Under no circumstances shall the unavailability of reusable containers be the basis for relief from the requirements of this contract or the basis for a claim of excusable delay.

6.2.1.2  Packaging for Items Not Assigned Reusable Containers
For those items not assigned reusable containers, the contractor shall be responsible to package those items in accordance with standard commercial practice, as defined in ASTM D 3951.   

6.2.1.3  Additional Requirements
In addition to the requirements of ASTM D 3951, the following unique requirements shall also apply:

(a) Unit packs shall be designed to conserve weight and cube while retaining the protection required and enhancing standardization.

(b) Use of plastics shall be reduced in preservation and packing operations.  All packaging methods and materials shall be reusable/recyclable and shall minimize the quantity of solid waste generated at the time of disposal.

(c) Any shelf-life items shall be identified to the NAVICP, Code M0772, P.O. Box 2020, 5450 Carlisle Pike, Mechanicsburg, Pa 17955-0788 and the PCO.  Records of cure/assembly date shall be compiled and maintained, and the contractor shall ensure a minimum of 85% of the shelf life remaining at time of receipt at destination.

(d) If FAR 23.3, FAR 52.223-3, Hazardous Material Identification and Material Safety Data, and DFARS Subpart 223.3 and DFARS 252.223-7001, Hazard Warning Labels, are applicable to this contract.  Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDSs) must be provided in accordance with these provisions to the PCO and the Navy Environmental Health Center, 2510 Walmer Ave., Norfolk, VA 23513-2617, Attn: Industrial Hygiene Directorate for inclusion in the Hazardous Materials Information System (HMIS).  Copies shall also be provided to NAVICP, Code M0772, P.O. Box 2020, 5450 Carlisle Pike, Mechanicsburg, PA  17955-0788.

(e) Electrostatic sensitive circuit card assemblies, modules and electronic modules containing electronic components such as resistors, transistors, diodes, integrated circuits, etc., shall be provided protection from damage caused by electrostatic discharge (ESD).  Electrostatic discharge sensitive (ESDS) and electromagnetic interference (EMI) material shall have wraps, cushioning and bags or pouches which are electrostatic protective, electrostatic dissipative and magnetic shielding.  Markings shall include:  “Items susceptible to ESD/EMI damage.  Open/ Handle at approved stations only."   Equipment susceptible to damage from ESD and/or EMI forces shall be handled in accordance with existing approved procedures in accordance with the applicable MIL-STD or MIL-HDBK applicable to contract items.

(f) Shredded paper, excelsior (wood shaving), polystyrene loose-fill and other loose-fill materials are prohibited for cushioning/dunnage.

(g) Reporting of improperly packaged retrograde material received by the contractor shall be accomplished through contractor input into the Technical Assistance for Repairables (TARP) Web Site, www.icptarp.net/autorod  (or any successor website or reporting methodology).  

6.2.1.4  European Union Restrictions Regarding Non-Manufactured Wood Packaging and Pallets

All shipments to Europe with wood pallets and wood containers produced of non-manufactured wood shall be constructed from Heat Treated (HT to 56 degrees Centigrade for 30 minutes) material and certified by an accredited agency recognized by the American Lumber Standards Committee (ALSC) in accordance with Non-manufactured Wood Packing Policy and Non-manufactured Wood Packing Enforcement Regulations both dated May 30, 2001.

6.2.1.5   Marking

All unit, intermediate and shipping containers shall be marked in accordance with the requirements of MIL-STD-129.

1. Packaging and Handling for FMS Requirements
The requirements in Paragraphs 1.3 and 1.4 above (under Navy requirements) are also applicable to FMS requirements.  In lieu of Paragraph 1.1 above, the following requirements apply for FMS customer shipments:
(a) If an item is assigned a multi-application (P/Ns 80132-15450 and 80132-P069) reusable shipping and storage nationally stock-numbered container, the contractor shall use alternate packaging in accordance with Level A of MIL-STD-2073-1D.  If an item is assigned a specialized container, the contractor shall use that specialized container. The Navy shall not provide these containers.   

(b) For those items not assigned a specialized reusable container, the contractor shall use alternate packaging for the items in accordance with Level A of MIL-STD-2073-1D.   The contractor may submit the use of new packaging materials for Government approval, but any such changes shall be a no increase in contract price.  

(c) The FMS case designator shall be shown in the “Mark For” block of the shipping label or tag.

6.3      TRANSPORTATION

6.3.1   CONUS SHIPMENTS: 
Contractor will be responsible for delivery of RFI assets to the required destination in response to Navy/Marine requisitions, within the timeframes specified in Clauses C2-4.1.1 and C2-4.1.2.   Delivery terms for shipment to CONUS consignees shall be F.O.B. Destination (FAR 52.247-34 and 52.247-43 apply). Contractor shall use the DAAS DODAAD web page to obtain CONUS activity shipping addresses if the consignee's address is not specified on the requisition/order. 

This system allows users to access shipping addresses using the activity's DODAAC. The "TAC2" (freight) shipping address from this database shall be used to make shipments. Use the TAC 1 address only if a TAC 2 address is missing from the database. (Use of TAC 3 addresses from this database could result in misdirected shipments).
6.3.2     OCONUS SHIPMENTS: 

For shipments to OCONUS consignees required to be shipped by military airlift, shipment will be made to the CONUS MAP specified by the Navy, for ultimate delivery to OCONUS customer sites. Contractor shall address the shipment to the MAP and mark the shipment for the OCONUS activity as specified by NAVTRANS. Specify "TAC NASO" as part of the "Mark for" instructions. For each OCONUS requisition’s designated MAP, Contractor shall contact NAVTRANS at 757-443-5434.

Contractor shall comply with all applicable labeling, marking, and documentation requirements specified by MIL-STD-129N, Standard Practice for Military Marking and DOD 4500.32R, Military Standard Transportation and Movement (MILSTAMP) including use of Military Shipping Label (DD 1387-1), Transportation Control and Movement Documents (TCMDs). Bills of lading for shipments via military aerial ports shall cite Transportation Account Code (TAC) "NASO". 

6.3.3     INTRANSIT VISIBILITY - GLOBAL TRANSPORTATION NETWORK (GTN) 

The contractor shall electronically interface with DOD's Global Transportation Network (GTN) to provide In-Transit Visibility tracking and tracing information. The contractor shall provide GTN with an electronic data transaction set meeting American National Standards Institute (ANSI) X.12 EDI standards. The contractor shall provide an ANSI X.12 transaction set (TS) 214, Motor Carrier Shipment Status Message, version 4010 (using the DoD Implementation Convention). The minimum data set (events) to be included are pickup and delivery. 

Contractor shall meet the following performance standards for data sets submitted to GTN: 

· Errors resulting in non-posting of shipment status in GTN: Not to exceed 2% 

· Provision of status to GTN within 12 hours after above events: 95% 

6.4      INVENTORY REPORTING

The Contractor shall track all inventory activity on a continuous basis. The Contractor shall provide asset reporting using WebCAV. See Attachment “E”. 

6.5       STRICKEN AIRCRAFT ASSET RECLAMATION
At the end of their life cycle Navy aircraft are stricken or deactivated from service use.  Historically aircraft are periodically dismantled by the Navy to obtain difficult to acquire components.  The Contractor may make inquiries to the PCO to acquire assets via this method as an alternative source of supply to support a replacement decision.  NAVICP makes no guarantee as to the availability of reclamation assets.  If assets are available, the reclamation effort will occur at the Contractor’s expense.      
C2 – 7.0         REPAIR PROGRAM

The Contractor shall make the decision to repair, overhaul, modify and/or replace the items as necessary in order to meet the contract performance requirements. Providing assets for support through “repairing” requires the Contractor to manage a repair depot while complying with and maintaining CORE capability in accordance with 10 U.S.C. 2464, 2469 and 2553. The Contractor must establish or sub-contract to manage a Navy-approved hydraulics repair program/facility in order to perform repairs, overhauls and modifications of attachment “A” items. The Contractor will be responsible for all operations associated with a Navy-approved depot-level repair program. All repairs will be in accordance with Navy-approved depot-level maintainance practices. In the event that the Contractor utilizes multi-facilities, or must shift workloads among facilities, he must remain compliant with CORE requirements.     

7.1       REPAIR PROCEDURES

Regardless of the place of performance, the Contractor shall adhere to all manuals, documents and procedures currently approved by the NAVAIR Fleet Support Teams (FSTs) Jacksonville, to perform repairs and or overhaul for each Weapon Replacable Assembly (WRA) and and Shop Replacable Assembly (SRA) covered by the contract. Changes to repair manuals or facilities performing the repair will require NAVAIR FST Jacksonville approval. Disapproval by the NAVAIR FST of a proposed change shall not be the basis for relief from performance requirements of the contract. The contractor will be responsible for preparing and submitting for approval a detailed  Critical Item Management Plan (CIMP) designed and implemented to insure parts supplied meet the Navy’s requirements for management of Critical Safety and Critical Application Items as described in NAVAIR 4200.25D.  The program shall identify the process and procedures that will be used for: (1) obtaining criticality classification of components and spare and repair parts, (2) processes and procedures that will be used for obtaining necessary approvals for non-conformances and changes in design, (3) processes and procedures that will be used to identify current approved source(s) of supply and any associated technical requirements  (4) processes and procedures that will be used for obtaining complete and up to date engineering/technical data to include but not limited to drawings and specifications as required (5) processes and procedures that will address all Navy requirements for approval of new sources for manufacture including details of any agreements with OEMs that may facilitate streamlining of processes required to meet Navy requirements, (6) processes and procedures for approval of new repairs and/or repair limits and (7) processes and procedures for disposal of Critical Safety items as may be required during the performance of this contract.  Changes made to requirements, processes and procedures that affect management of Critical Safety and Critical Application Parts shall be identified as either a class I or II change and must have the approval of the cognizant NAVAIR BDE..  The contractor’s CIMP shall insure updates are made to the Navy’s criticality database when new determinations are made by the Basic Design Engineer (BDE).

7.2 RETROGRADE  (CARCASS RETURNS)

The Government shall return all retrograde assets (carcasses) to the Contractor's facility at Government expense and through the Government’s carcass tracking program.

The Government shall meet an average of ninety percent (90%) Retrograde Return Performance.  Retrograde Return Performance is defined as the percentage of retrograde assets returned to the Contractor's facility within 40 days of removal. 

The Government shall calculate the Retrograde Return Performance using the Julian Date of the Requisition Number as the removal date, and delivery date at the Contractor's facility as the received date, and provide the results at the Performance Review Boards.

Contractor may alternately propose to take possession of carcass returns from the Navy Transportation Hub activities and transport the carcasses back to their facility at their cost without contract price adjustment.

7.3      PIECE PARTS

The Contractor will be responsible for furnishing all material (SRAs and piece parts) required for the repair program. Contractor will be required to have RFI levels available at all times and will receive no metrics relief for needing to order any part or material. The Contractor may at his discretion procure from the Federal Supply System (FSS) but receives no metrics relief for “no-stock” available or for late deliveries.  
If not from the FSS, all replacement parts will be procured from the OEM, Prime Manufacturer or another Navy-approved source in accordance with the processes and procedures specified in a Navy-approved CIMP. If the part is no longer available from the OEM, Prime or Navy-approved source the contractor will be required to perform all approval and qualification requirements as addressed by the Navy-approved CIMP processes and procedures. The contractor is responsible for ensuring availability of critical items during the life of the contract.

7.4       OBSOLESCENCE  MANAGEMENT

The Contractor is responsible for managing obsolescence over the entire period of the contract, and notwithstanding any obsolescence issues or problems, the Contractor remains responsible for meeting all performance requirements of this contract. Appropriate piece part procurement and configuration changes to eliminate obsolescence are the responsibility of the Contractor. Stocking sufficient inventory for potentially obsolete piece parts is the Contractor’s decision. Technical changes considered necessary by the Contractor to ensure the continued repair of the items shall be made in accordance with the Configuration Management requirements. Notwithstanding the obsolescence of any part, component, SRA or WRA, the Contractor shall be required to meet the requirements of the PBL contract. The Contractor will not be entitled to any equitable adjustments as a result of obsolescence issues.
 This obsolescence management responsibility includes an ongoing review and identification of actual and potential obsolescence issues, including but not limited to obsolescence of components, assemblies, sub-assemblies, piece parts, and material. The Contractor is responsible for all costs associated with obtaining a replacement if and when any parts and/or material become obsolete.  The costs for which the Contractor is responsible include, but are not limited to, the costs of investigating part availability, interchangeability and substitutability, locating part replacement, vendor interface, engineering efforts, testing requirements, internal drawing changes, etc.  The Contractor shall develop an Obsolescence Management Plan for managing the loss, or impending loss, of manufacturers or suppliers of parts and/or material required for performance of this contract.  The Contractor shall prevent any additional costs from being incurred by the Government due to obsolescence.  Any technical changes to an item due to obsolescence shall be approved in accordance with the Configuration Management requirements of this SOW.  

C2 – 8.0      CONFIGURATION MANAGEMENT

The Contractor shall co-ordinate with the Navy FST at the Navy depot in Jacksonville Florida prior to any Engineering Change Porposal (ECP) submission.  The Contractor shall obtain government approval from the FST prior to implementation for all Class II ECPs and all Deviations. All Class I ECPs shall be submitted to the Government PCO for approval.  The Government will maintain configuration control and change authority for all modifications. Upon change of a WRA configuration where a new part number is assigned, a Design Change Notice (DCN) shall be submitted to NAVICP for the purpose of establishing a new National Stock Number (NSN). All costs associated with contractor-initiated configuration changes shall be borne by the Contractor.  Any Class I change initiated by the Government may be subject to equitable adjustment in accordance with FAR 52.243-1, Changes.  The Contractor shall revise the Technical Data Package to reflect the changes of Class I and II ECPs.  The Contractor shall maintain the configuration of all delivered hardware as described:

Modification of CAIs, (including CSIs) during installation or repair in order to make the item fit or function are prohibited. CAIs (including CSIs) that need to be modified to make them fit or function properly shall not be installed until the problem has been reported to the cognizant NAVAIR BDE and dispositioned following established discrepant material review processes.

  C2 - 9.0        QUALITY ASSURANCE

9.1     QUALITY SYSTEM REQUIREMENTS

The Contractor (including its vendors and subcontractors) shall establish, implement, document and maintain a quality system that ensures conformance to all applicable requirements of ISO 9001-1994 Quality System, Model for Quality Assurance in Design, Development, Production, Installation and Servicing, or an equivalent quality management system/program acceptable to the Government. The Contractor's quality management system/program shall be designed to promptly detect, correct, and prevent conditions that adversely affect quality. The contractor shall ensure all components, including those supplied by subcontractors, meet the requirements for quality identified in the Quality Assurance Program.

All items covered under this contract, shall be considered “Critical Application Items (CAI) or Critical Safety Items (CSI). The contractor shall ensure full compliance with all Naval Air Systems Command (NAVAIR) written instruction concerning management of CAIs and CSIs.  Any procurement, and/or  repair of items under the terms of this contract, including piece parts determined to be CAI/CSI, must be performed in accordance to written NAVAIR FST  procedures/processes approved by the NAVAIR Basic Design Engineer (BDE). The contractor shall be responsible to update the technical documentation (including the NAVICP database) whether and when it is necessary as determined by the cognizant NAVAIR BDE. Additional guidance for management of CAIs including CSIs may be found in NAVAIRINST 4200.25D.

9.2 QUALIFICATION OF ADDITIONAL SOURCES FOR CAI/CSI:  

When a new source of supply for a CAI or CSI is required, the contractor shall (1) obtain identification of specific qualification test requirements from the design control agent (prime contractor) for the line item being procured/repaired and (2) obtain from the proposed source of supply, all data required for the submission of a alternate source qualification package for Navy review and approval using the CIMP processes and procedures identified by the contractor and approved by the Navy.  The contractor shall complete all original qualification testing to include fatigue testing as was required during the original qualification of the current approved source. This is applicable to new sources for critical processes including but not limited to forging, and casting sources as well as manufacturing sources. Reductions in qualification testing requirements, to include but not limited to, the elimination or reduction in fatigue test requirements and/or acceptance requirements from that which were used for the qualification of the current approved source shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer for government review and approval as a RFD to the contract.  Requests shall be supported with the details of the change being requested together with the technical justification for the proposed change or elimination of the original qualification test requirement.

10.0      SPECIAL TOOLING AND SPECIAL TEST EQUIPMENT (ST/STE)
The Contractor shall, in accordance with the Federal Acquisition Regulations, be responsible for maintaining any associated ST/STE.  Government-owned or right-to-title ST/STE is tracked by the Navy utilizing the electronic Tooling Information Management System (eTIMS).  The Contractor shall submit updates (for Government-owned or right-to-title) semi-annually for newly found, created, scrapped, reidentified or lost ST/STE using the Data Item Description DI-MISC-81538/DI-MISC-81539 format of the Contract Data Requirements List data item number 0003 for ST or 0004 for STE.

The Government currently stores excess F-14 and EA-6B ST/STE in various locations.  If in the course of this PBL, ST/STE is required that is in Government storage, the Contractor will submit a request to the Government PCO, who will forward the request to NAVICP Code 071 for action. 
C3 – STATEMENT OF WORK FOR PHASE  III – “CONTRACT EXIT”

C3 – 1.0      SCOPE

The exit phase will consist of two six-month performance periods.  Contract metrics as specified in C2 – 4.1.1 and 4.1.2 will apply to the first of the two periods.  The Government shall provide a minimum of 12 months advance notification of its intent to conclude (exit) the contract at the end of the four-year base period or at the end of the four-year option period. Upon notification, a joint Navy/Contractor Integrated Process Team (IPT) shall be established to develop the schedule and milestones for an orderly transition of the PBL Program elements to Government control, to the extent not otherwise specifically addressed in the contract. and as set forth in paragraph C3 - 2.0 below, to conclude the contract and transition to the next support scenario. 

Based on the early conclusion of the F-14 program, an F-14 “exit” IPT will convene 12 months prior to the end of F-14 projected flight hours schedule. The F-14 exit plan will include specific disposition instructions for assets and program-related material, data and processes as determined to be necessary to the shutdown of the F-14 support program. Some of these required actions will be similar to the Exit Phase Actions applicable to the overall contract and the EA-6B program as stated in C3-2.0 below.

Six-months prior to the last day of the contract the “Contract Exit” phase shall begin and will continue to completion of the contract. During this phase the Contractor shall complete all actions to provide the exit transition as follows herein.

C3 – 2.0      EXIT  PHASE  ACTIONS

The Contractor shall be responsible for filling unclosed demand requisitions presented up to five days before the last day of the contract coverage if RFI material is still in the possession of the Contractor.  The Contractor shall also be responsible for the transfer of any PBL database(s). 
For any retrograde received 30 days or less prior to the last day of contract coverage, the Contractor shall not induct such item unless so directed by the PCO, and instead hold such item for disposition instructions from the PCO.  Such disposition instructions shall be issued by the PCO prior to the last day of the contract.  
At the conclusion of the contract the Contractor will be responsible for providing the Government with a quantity of RFI assets sufficient to cover two (2) quarters of support for each Attachment “A” item.  This quantity will be determined by the Exit Phase IPT based on the quarterly demand at that time.  This pool of assets will be sufficient to ensure uninterupted support during the transition from this contract to the next support scenario.

At the conclusion of the contract the Contractor will be responsible for providing the Government with a quantity of piece parts sufficient to repair two (2) quarters of support for each Attachment “A” item.  This quantity will be determined by the Exit Phase IPT based on the quarterly demand at that time. The Government may, at its option, want to procure some or all of the Contractor’s additional piece part inventory.
As determined by the IPT, the Contractor will deliver to the Government sufficient quantities of piece parts as estimated to be required in the repair process at that time.  The Government may, at its option, procure some or all of the Contractor’s additional piece part inventory.

The contractor shall provide the Government with a list of components that are expected to become obsolete within a period of eighteen months after this contract has been completed.  This list shall not require any additional effort on the part of the contractor, beyond what the contractor would normally do as part of their Obsolescence Plan.  

Thirty (30) days prior to the last day of the contract or as determined by the IPT, the Contractor will deliver to the Navy all parts, materials, and instructions necessary for Government incorporation of any Class I and II ECPs approved under this contract, to the extent that such ECPs have not yet been implemented by the Contractor.
Thirty (30) days prior to the last day of the contract or as determined by the IPT, the Contractor shall be responsible for transfer of all technical data, including a record of configuration changes made during the performance of this contract, as well as the current configuration technical data package (TDP) for items for which package shall be submitted with unlimited rights.  The Contractor shall also provide updates to engineering drawings, repair procedures, and test procedures necessary for the continued support of the items covered under this contract.  
At the conclusion of the contract, the Contractor will deliver all Government Furnished Material (GFM) and all Government Furnished Equipment (GFE) and special tooling/special test equipment to the gaining repair source or other site identified by the PCO.  Should the parties fail to reach an agreement, the Contractor shall perform as directed by the PCO.
The Navy will update the Master Repairable Item List (MRIL) so that failed items are not returned to the Contractor. 
The terms of this “Exit Phase” shall apply equally and in the same manner in the event the period of support coverage of this PBL contract shall be shortened as the result of any termination for default or termination for convenience.  
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SECTION D – PACKAGING AND MARKING:      

See Section C – Performance Work Statement , paragraph 9.2 for packaging, Containers, Marking.  

SECTION E - INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE

E01 -  INSPECTION OF COVERED ITEMS:  Items (assets) provided for support under PBL are warranted under the contract as stated in the PWS (SCOPE and QUALITY ASSURANCE). Items subject to Acceptance Test Procedures (ATP)/Inspection as described in PWS. No additional government inspection/acceptance. DD-250s not required. A “Certificate of Conformance”, in accordance with FAR 46.504 (clause 52.246-15) is required with each asset issued under PBL. In accordance with FAR 46.504, the government reserves the right to do source inspection/acceptance if desired. 

All covered items presented by the contractor as RFI will undergo Acceptance Test Procedures (ATP) or required inspection procedures. ATP is the contractor’s test that ensures that all items meet system requirements. The results of the  ATP testing shall be used to determine if the covered items meet the appropriate System, WRA requirements. Applicable items covered by this agreement are listed as Attachment “A” to this PWS and include any updated configurations as a result of Class I changes. The coverage for any new production items  contained under this contract begins upon Government acceptance as evidenced by executed Material Inspection & Receiving Report (DD Form 250) and continues through the conclusion of this PBL contract. Each repaired item will be subject to ATP after maintenance and, upon its successful conclusion, will be a form, fit, and functionally interchangeable item. This contract shall not result in the transfer of title of any item or future item covered by this contract to the Contractor. Disposal of any item under this contract by the Contractor shall be subject to NAVICP IWST concurrence and shall be in accordance with standard demilitarization requirements and standard Government disposal procedures.

E02  - ACCEPTANCE OF PBL PERFORMANCE:  Acceptance of ordered PBL performance (DD-250) by CLIN is by the cognizant Contract Administration Officer

Failure to agree upon such equitable adjustment in price and delivery shall constitute a dispute covering a question of fact within the meaning of the clause of the contract entitled "Disputes".

(d)  The Contracting Officer hereby determines that the use of Government furnished facilities on a no-charge-for-use basis hereby authorized meets the requirements of the Federal Acquisition Regulation.

 (6)  Requirements for Style:  Each offeror shall submit a proposal that clearly and concisely describes and defines the contractor's response to the requirements contained in the RFP.  Use of general or vague statements such as "standard procedures will be used" or "good engineering practices" will not satisfy this requirement.  Merely paraphrasing or restating the information contained in the RFP will not be considered an acceptable response.  Unnecessary elaboration or other presentations beyond that sufficient to present a complete and effective proposal are not desired and may be construed as an indication of the offeror's lack of understanding or cost consciousness. The offeror should also address the following: an adequate technical approach for identifying and resolving problems, comprehension of issues and satisfying the goals of the overall effort and for each PWS task, including offeror”s experience, ability and approach in each of the task areas shown in the PWS in regard to method, scheduling, work arounds, problems and facilities; identification of the proposal labor categories and labor mix to be used in each of the task areas shown in the PWS; identification of general abilities to pursue the efforts described in each PWS task and anything else the offeror considers important in performing the PWS.  

2) Management Plan 

The offeror shall submit a management plan in sufficient detail to demonstrate an understanding of the management objective of the PWS.  The management plan should address the offeror’s corporate structure and the functional relations and responsibilities among the organizational elements that will participate in accomplishing the defined tasks, and the risk associated with implementation of the offeror”s management plan as well as the steps to mitigate this risk and an explanation of whether the techniques and methods identified for risk mitigation have been successfully used by the offeror.  The offeror should address the following areas and any other information considered relevant to the PWS:

     Internal management communications lines and the offeror”s method of maintaining close liaison with the contracting officer”s technical representative (COR), including reporting techniques proposed for use under the contract.
